Putting Ham Radios in Hands! 
L ast month, Mr. Nick Pugh (AARA) and 
representatives from the Childrenôs Museum of 

Acadiana travelled to the 1st Apostolic Church 

School in New Iberia and to Paul Breaux Ele-

mentary School in Lafayette, to present new 

ham radios to of students. Students from both 

schools participated in a ñKidôs Netò which 

consisted of identifying themselves using their 

call letters (some with fun versions of the pho-

netic alphabet), name, age, and school, and 

then participating in comments with one anoth-

er.
