to: retwrn to France, Chagall's swife,
Eella, contracted a wiral infection and
was rushed to the hospital with a high
fewyer. The seriousness of her condition
was  not detected, and she wwas sernt
home, where she died 35 hours later
Remaining in America, Chagall turned
his canvasses to the wmalls of his studio
and did not paint for nine months. Dur-
ing that time, he and his daughter, Ida,
translated Eella's memoir, Burning
Lights, about her childhood in Witehsk,
Bngsia.

*Throughont his life Chagall re-
mained active on the -American art
BCEME, COoMinuing . his exhibits at. the
Fierre MMatisse Callery.  His worls are
housed in major American Inuseunms,
necluding The Museum of Modern Art,
The CGuggenheim, The  Metropolitan
Museum of Art, and The INational &al-
lery of Art in Washington, D C, Cha-
gal generated many public artworks
for American institutions,  ncluding
the "Ivnsic" murals in the foyer of the
Metropolitan Cpera, the United Na-
tiong' Peace window, and the bicen-
tennial Amerca Windows at the Art
Imstitute of Chicago.
